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History

* 2019 NRCS moves away from Toolkit

* No efficient way for State Cost Share Program to
document practices with aerial imagery.

* Spring 2020 process began to use ESRI ArcGIS Online.
Pilot begins shortly after.

* November 2020 State Mapping Tool becomes available
for statewide use. Required for maps that require pre-
approval, encouraged use for all maps.

» Start of fiscal year 2021 became required for all contract
approvals and payments.



Advantages

* Consistent map product between all 114 districts

* SWCP has control of it’'s own data

 Location info for practices is easily attainable

* Reporting information available

* Layers and map features can be customized

» Speed/efficiency of contract approval

* Report feature

* In field use (Collector/ Field Maps)

* Can be accessed from any computer, tablet or mobile device....
* Data can be transferred to CD.
